the main focus on Fisheries and

Aquaculture, Coastal and Maritime
Tourism and Maritime Transport.
The project is funded by

the European Commission,
through the European Climate,
Infrastructure and Environment
Executive Agency, under the
European Maritime, Fisheries
and Aquaculture Fund (EMFAF)
program, and has a duration of
24 months.
